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Property dualism — the view that some mental properties, such as
phenomenal properties, are something over and above the physical —
fits poorly with any kind of materialism that would identify human persons
with ordinary objects, like bodies or brains. It can be accommodated
within a materialism that treats the subject of experience as ephemeral.
It also quite naturally leads to some form of substance dualism. But
hasn’t substance dualism been disproven? | explore varieties of
substance dualism that seem more appealing than extreme forms of
Cartesian dualism, and consider what can be said for and against them.
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
